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Tuition Policy
General Policy
1. Standard tuition rates apply to all families of students admitted to the school, as indicated on the approved pledge form.

2. The fee for Kindergarten is 60% of the standard tuition if the family has child(ren) attending K only.

3. The fee for Junior Kindergarten is 40% of the standard tuition if the family has a child(ren) attending JK only. 

The following clauses apply unless arrangements have been made with the Board.

Current tuition
4. All tuition must be received on time or in advance.  Post‑dated cheques to cover the school year's tuition are due along with the pledge forms on the last day of June.

5. Tuition is due in installments of 1/12 of the total tuition pledged for the school year, in 12 equal installments.  The installments are due on the 1st of the month, starting the 1st of July before the beginning of the school year.    

6. If a family voluntarily withdraws their children from the school during the course of the school year for any reason, tuition will be calculated based on the number of full or partial months in attendance, divided by 12.  The principal must be given 3 month's notice in writing of intention to withdraw at any time in the calendar year. In lieu of such notice, the Board will assess a penalty of 

30% of the full year's tuition pledge for no notice

20% "         "       "        "         "    for 1 month's notice

10%   "        "       "       "         "    for 2 month's notice.

7. If a student is expelled or withdrawn at the recommendation of the school, tuition will be due for the current month.

8. Those families that we expect to re‑enroll but have not sent in their pledge forms by June 30 will receive a letter.  Included in this letter will be a clause indicating that late applications will be processed and the family will be placed on a waiting list.  The school's decision to enroll the children will be based on the following:

8. The number of openings within the desired grades

8. The number of other applicants (first come, first served)

8. Meeting all the requirements stated in the tuition policy

8. $50.00 per month late fee (from the enrolment form due date) in addition to tuition.

Outstanding tuition
9. Families will be notified once they are one month behind in tuition payments in a given school year.

10. Once a family is 3 months behind in payment, they are not eligible for re‑enrolment.  The Board will be notified and the family will be requested to meet with the Board in the following month.  The inability for re‑enrolment will be communicated.  Such will be discussed at the following Board meeting.  In case of non‑payment, the Board reserves the right to ask a family to remove their children from school during the current year.

11. Families who no longer have children at TCS and have not fulfilled their pledged tuition will be sent a statement regarding their outstanding tuition at least twice a year. They will be contacted by way of a phone call or visit to encourage them to honour these pledges in a timely fashion.

When a family fails to comply with the terms of this policy, the Board of Directors will make the final decisions as to re‑enrolment for next year, or any action to be taken during the current year.  




12. If a student transfers from TCS to another school, and the full tuition has already been paid, the tuition is prorated on a 12-month basis.
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
